Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was VOTED:  to proceed to the election of an Executive Committee.  Thereupon the following named persons were severally elected by vocal ballot to the Executive Committee:

  Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously VOTED:  to use the Columbus Bank and Trust Company as the foundation’s bank.  The president, vice president, and treasurer have signature authority.  If needed, the secretary can be added for signature authority at a future date.  Any bank checks over $25,000 will require two signatures.     
  

Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously VOTED:  that the Spastic Paraplegia Foundation, Inc. will apply for a Federal Tax ID and tax exempt status.  Mark Weber will register the foundation as a charity as required by Massachusetts’s law; the cost for registration is $50.

Upon motion duly made and seconded, it was unanimously VOTED:  that the first in-person Spastic Paraplegia Foundation, Inc. meeting of officers and directors will be held the weekend of March 15-16, 2002 in Ann Arbor, Michigan to establish the foundation’s direction, goals, and mission statement. 



Thereupon, upon motion duly made and seconded, it was VOTED:  to adjourn.
